Let’s Look at the Facts

 In 2006 the NSW Dept. of Education & Training:
Spent $56 million on energy

Used 2,231,425 gigajoules of energy

Produced 425,428 tonnes of greenhouse gas

1kg of CO2 = 1 family fridge in size

Equivalent to 5,508,560,000 black balloons

Target: reduce consumption by 5% on 2008 levels



The Ten steps 

to becoming Carbon Cops
1. Form a team logo

2. Plan, prepare and communicate

3. Gather resources

4. Determine current energy consumption electricity bill

5. Conduct an electrical appliance audit

6. Record and calculate data energy calculator link

7. Conduct a behaviour audit

8. Analyse and interpret results

9. Develop recommendations and set targets

10. Communicate the findings
